Students join Created Equal’s Justice Rides because they oppose the 
systematic killing of babies. However, while defending the human 
rights of preborn people, our Riders often find themselves perfectly 
positioned to address the ripple effects of abortion, too. 
 

Audrey, a newcomer who signed on to the Justice Ride after our full-
time team visited her campus recently, discovered this while talking 
to “Allie,” a student at the University of Florida (UF). Allie said she 
knew women who’d had abortions, commenting, “That was great 
for them. I’m glad they had the choice.” 
 

When Audrey asked if these women had any regrets, however, the  
conversation took a sudden turn. “Of course. There is always going 
to be some regret. I’m just happy they had the choice,” Allie said. 
But in spite of the confidence of her words, tears suddenly began to 
well in her eyes.  
 

“Can I give you a hug?” Audrey asked. 
 

Allie nodded. When the hug ended, so, too, did her defense of abortion. She confided that her mother had aborted her  
sibling at 20 weeks. “I look at these pictures and think of my sister I’ll never get to meet,” she said between sobs. 
 

After further discussion, Audrey prayed with her. Then, before Allie left, she asked what she now thought of abortion. 
 

Allie replied, “You brought up something I’ve avoided for so long and held inside. I agree with you that it’s a human.”

Abortion is not immoral because it leads to regret. It is wrong because it directly and intentionally kills an innocent human 
being. However, this injustice leaves scars upon those involved—scars which can only be healed by the Gospel of Christ. 
 

In spite of our love for preborn and born people, UF’s student paper, The Alligator, printed an editorial about the Justice 
Ride declaring, “Pro-life is pro-inconsistency.” In the piece, they admit students on campus during our visit had a “110-
percent chance” of seeing our photos of abortion victims. But they conclude we failed to show “empathy across the board.” 
 

Audrey’s story is evidence they are missing the bigger picture. What matters is not sharing another’s feelings but having the 
ability to make sense of those feelings. Allie had been told by her culture to bury her sadness. But Audrey acknowledged and 
made sense of Allie’s pain. This is a step toward healing, and it is the only way forward for a broken society.

From The Alligator editorial to handmade signs and tables 
boasting baskets of free condoms, the Justice Ride to  
Florida once again inspired abortion advocates to  
assemble. However, their messages continued to miss the 
debate at the heart of abortion. 
 

“Do What’s Right For Your Body!” read a sign held by a 
woman at University of South Florida who planted herself 
in front of our display. Her message begged the question: 
Does abortion affect only the mother or is there another 
body involved? If abortion is merely the removal of a part 
of the woman’s body, then we would have no moral  
opposition to it. But scientific evidence shows the fetus is 
a distinct, living, and whole human. To kill her is no less an  
immoral “choice” than parents killing their born children. 
 

A protester at the University of North Florida held a sign 
with several slogans, such as “Pro-Choice Is Pro-Life” and 
“Support Women’s Rights.” Her mistake: to uphold the 

rights of born women while stripping rights from preborn women undercuts human equality. It is akin to defending white 
men while oppressing black men. Either we are all created equal or we are not. There is no middle ground.
