Evangeline after driving into the Planned Parenthood (Columbus, OH) lot. She 
then said that she had conceived after being raped. 

“I’m really sorry,” Evangeline said. “No one should ever be violated like 
that.” She went on to say that the rapist should be punished, not Kate or her 
baby, and told her about a free pregnancy resource center next door. 

Still, Kate went in to Planned Parenthood—but only for a few minutes. Soon, 
she emerged in tears, declaring, “I can’t go through with killing my baby!” 
Then she walked with Evangeline to the pregnancy resource center.

Did you hear? Ohio now has a Sanctuary City for the Unborn! With over two dozen cities in Texas declaring 
themselves sanctuaries for preborn children, it was Ohio’s time to jump in! Lebanon, OH answered the call 
and became the first city in the state to officially declare itself a safe place for babies.
